Traditional Red Delicious, Macintosh and Granny Smith apples are also available.

Best of all, a skilled staff is on hand to advise shoppers of the proper baking and meal uses for each type of apple.  

“For apple pies, you need a firm apple,” said Bill McDonald, the produce manager who has worked at the market since he was a teenager.  “And Red Romes are best for baked apples.”

Climate impacts the taste and crispness of the fruits, McDonald said.  Various apples on hand are used to create the store’s apple pies – some 60,000 sold annually – as well as apple tarts, turnovers and cakes located in the plentiful bakery.

The collection is never picked over, thanks to the knowledgeable eyes that regularly single out fruits that don’t meet the Delicious Orchards’ quality standard.  The bins that hold the delectable apples are emptied at the end of each day, paving way for fresh produce.  The leftover apples are donated to local charities and used in the store’s signature cider, as well as all three varieties of doughnuts.

The market carries freshly made pies, desserts, specialty on-the-go dishes, and boasts a produce department that rivals most chain stores.  With pride instilled in its workers, and a standard of quality that surpasses other retail establishments, Delicious Orchards remains a stronghold for quality homemade foods – especially apples – and autumn is the perfect time to visit.
